Keeping with that theme, the City is looking for
cultural and ethnic food vendors representing groups
from around the world. Space is limited and the City
reserves the right to accept or deny applications.

The event runs from 11 a.m. to 6 p.m. on Sunday,
February 2, 2003. All food vendors must be set up by
9:30 a.m. The City will designate locations.

Each vendor must provide their own $100,000
insurance policy of Public Liability and Property
Damage insurance listing the City of West Palm
Beach as an additional insured.

Vendors must follow all guidelines and regulations set
by the State, County, and City for temporary food
vending including obtaining any needed permits.

The City of West Palm Beach charges each
participating food vendor a flat fee for the use of
space and the opportunity to sell approved food items
at Kaleidoscope 2003. Food Vendor fees are broken
into two categories: TENT: $200.00 / CART: $250.00.
Check must accompany application.

Check will be returned to food vendors not selected.

The City will provide 1 - 10°x10’ tent, 1 - 8’ table and
electric (1 - 110 volt electrical outlet). All vendors must
provide their own cooking units and lights, if needed. If
a tent is requested, the vendor will be charged fee
based on tent.

The City will assign vendor spaces. Sharing of space
is not permitted. No subletting of spaces is permitted.
All decisions regarding space location are final.

All booths should look professional, inviting, an
representative of their culture. All tables must be
clothed and skirted to the ground. Food vendors
must provide tablecloths.

Vendors are responsible for the proper disposal of
hazardous cooking related waste such as grease, oil,
ashes, etc.
